When does an individual become a Candidate?
An individual becomes a Candidate when he or sles dny one of the following:

a) Receives contributions or makes expenditurgssarves space or facilities with intent to proenlais or her
candidacy for office.

b) Announces publicly his or her intent to run dffice.

c) Files an Appointment of Political Treasurer (C-1

d) Files a Declaration of Candidacy form during @endidate filing period.

e) Current officeholders are considered Candidatei the Candidate filing deadline for the nextetlon for
his or her office.

Can an individual inquire about support for his or her candidacy without becoming a Candidate?
According to the Attorney General’'s Opinion No. Z9-“Those using personal funds to travel to vagiateas of
the state to inquire about support for a proposedicdacy are not “candidates” if they limit thettigities to
seeking advice concerning their potential candidatywever, one becomes a “Candidate” by either ntpki
broad based public contacts regarding his candidadyy making any contacts aimed primarily at sbhg
campaign staff, volunteers, or financing.”

POLITICAL COMMITTEES

What is a Political Committee?

An individual, corporation, association, firm, patship, committee, political party, club or otleeganization or

group of people become a Political Committee whendd the following occur:

a) They are specifically designated to supportpprose any Candidate or Measure.

b) They receive contributions and make expenditures amount exceeding five hundred dollars ($30@ny
calendar year for the purpose of supporting or spgpone (1) or more Candidates and/or Measures.

Any entity registered with the federal election oassion shall not be considered a political comeaitfor the
purposes of this chapter. (Section 67-6602(n))I.C.



When does a recognized local political party commtiée become a Political Committee?
A county, district or regional committee of a renagpd political party is not required to file asPalitical
Committee with the County Clerk’s Office unless fraty committee has expenditures exceeding fieegand
dollars ($5,000) in a calendar year.

INDEPENDENT EXPENDITURES

What is an Independent Expenditure?

“Independent expenditure” means any expenditure person for a communication expressly advocatieg t
election, passage or defeat of a clearly identibaddidate or measure that is not made with th@em@bion or
with the prior consent of, or in consultation with,at the consent of, or in consultation withabthe request of a
suggestion of, a candidate or any agent or auttwrizommittee of the candidate or political comreitte
supporting or opposing a measure. As used irstibsection, “expressly advocating” means any concation
containing a message advocating election, passagkefeat including, but not limited to, the name tbé
candidate or measure, or expression such as “eofe“€lect,” “support,” “cast your ballot for,” “gte against,”
“defeat” or “reject”. (Section 67-6602(i), I.C.)

ELECTIONEERING COMMUNICATION

What is an Electioneering Communication?
(1) “Electioneering communication” means any comioation broadcast by television or radio, printedai
newspaper or on a billboard, directly mailed oiiwvagkd by hand to personal residences, or otherdigggbuted
that:
(i) Unambiguously refers to any candidate; and
(ii) Is broadcasted, printed, mailed, deliveredde or distributed within thirty (30) days beforgr@mary
election or sixty (60) days before a general ebegtand
(i) Is broadcasted to, printed in a newspapatridbuted to, mailed to or delivered by hand &ephone calls
made to, or otherwise distributed to an audiene ihcludes members of the electorate for suchipubl
office. (Section 67-6602(f), I.C.)

STATEMENT BY A NONBUSINESS ENTITY

What is a Nonbusiness Entity?
A “Nonbusiness entity” means: any group (of tw&) or more individuals), corporation, associatiéinn,
partnership, committee, club or other organizatidwch:
(1) Does not have as its principal purpose thelgonof business activities for profit; and
(2) Received during the preceding calendar yeatritutions, gifts or membership fees, which in #ggregate
exceeded ten percent (10%) of its total receiptstdich year. (Section 67 - 6602(n), I.C.)

DUTIES OF A POLITICAL TREASURER

What are the duties of a Political Treasurer?
These are the key responsibilities to being aiPalifreasurer.
a) Keep detailed accountyyrrent within not more than seven days after the dte of receiving a
contribution or making an expenditure.

b) Keep a detailed record of accounts for at leastyear after the date of the election or filifighe last
Campaign Financial Disclosure Report, whichevdatiar.

c) File the required Campaign Financial Disclodreports on time while reporting all required inf@ton.
(See page 10 for reporting periods and due dates.)

d) Obtain the full name and complete address ofirgiyidual or organization which has made a cdwition.
1) Only those contributing more than $50 durirgakendar year must be itemized on the Campaign
Financial Disclosure Report.

e) Transmit any anonymous contribution of more tha@d to the State Controller for deposit in theljgub
school fund.

f) Obtain a receipt, canceled check or an accu@g thereof for an expenditure of $25 or more.
g) Clearly indicate on all public political advesitig the person responsible for such communications

1) For example: Print “Paid for by Candidate X @mmissioner, John Doe Political Treasurer” on all
printed materials.

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CERTIFYING A POLITICAL TREASURER

Who must appoint and certify a Political Treasurer?
All candidates for county office.
All political committees.

When must the Political Treasurer be appointed anaertified?
A Political Treasurer must be appointed and dediprior to any of the following occurring:
a) Receiving any contributions;
b) Spending any funds;
c) Announcing candidacy for county office;
d) Becoming a political committee.

What are the requirements for serving as a PoliticeTreasurer?

The only requirement for serving as a Politicahsrer is that the individual must be registeredote
in the state of Idaho.

Can a Candidate serve as his or her own Politicalr€asurer?

Yes, a Candidate may serve as his or her own &allifireasurer. However, it is recommended that the
Candidate keep campaign funds separate from pédrsms (i.e. separate bank accounts).

Can a Candidate serve as a Political Treasurer fomore than one Candidate and/or Political Committee?
Yes, an individual may serve as the Political tneasfor more than one Candidate and/or Political

Committee. However, they need to keep separatedeemd accounts for each Candidate and/or
Political Committee.

How do you appoint and certify a Political Treasure?

When a candidate or political committee chairmbes the Certification of Political Treasurer
(C-1) form.

Are all Campaign Disclosure Reports (C-2) timely ifpostmarked by the due date?
No, the 7 Day Pre-Primary and 7 Day Pre-Generalrtepnust be received in the County Clerk’s Ofincelater
than 5:00 pm on the report’s due date. All otheores are timely if postmarked as of the due datbereport.

Can Campaign Financial Disclosure Reports be faxeth the County Clerk's Office?
Yes, all Campaign Financial Reports may be fileddxng them to the County Clerk’s Office (@08) 745-9397

May a Candidate or Political Committee transfer asets for the purpose of earning interest?
Yes, a Candidate or Political Committee may trana$sets for the purpose of earning interest. Hewdhe
amount transferred should not be reported on thea#n report when it is transferred out of or itite
campaign account since the money is still consitipest of the campaign’s assets. The interest darnehe
investment must be listed as a contribution froeitivestment. Any service charge associated wigh th
investment must be reported as an expenditure.

“Contribution” includes any advance, conveyancegifeness of indebtedness, deposit, distributiaanl
payment, gift, pledge, subscription or transfernmfney or anything of value, and any contract, agesg,
promise or other obligation, whether or not legadlyforceable, to make a contribution, in supportoofin
opposition to any candidate, political committeer@masure.” (Section 67-6602(c), I.C.)

Does a contribution include money or items supplietdy the Candidate?
Yes, any personal funds or property of a Candidapended or transferred to cover expenses incinredpport
of the Candidate are considered a contribution h® €andidate’s campaign. They must be reported as
contributions from the Candidate. However, the paymof the filing fee is excluded unless paid foonh
campaign funds.

May a Candidate or Political Treasurer accept corpoate and union contributions?
Yes, the Sunshine Law in no way restricts the @gbdf a corporation, union, or any other persorgice a
Candidate or Political Committee money, goods orises.

Is there a limit on personal funds or property a Cadidate may contribute to his or her own campaign?
No, contribution limits set forth in section 67-@&1 are not applicable to a Candidate. A Candidaty m
contribute as much as he or she would like to f®ioh her own campaign.

Are there limits on contributions that a Candidatemay receive other than from the Candidate themseh&®
Yes, contributions are limited based on who thetrdomion is from and who the contribution is going.

How long must a copy of the contribution designatios be kept?
Contribution designations must be kept for at least year after the date of the election to whingh t
contribution is referring to. It is the respondittyilof the Political Treasurer to maintain thesearels.

RETIRING DEBT

What is considered debt and how is the debt amourigured?

FREQUENT PROBLEMS IN REPORTING

2) Information required is not complete. The following examples are not acceptable.

Not only is this alaton of the law, but the wrong individual is regag
communications from the Elections Division and thasing the County Clerk’s mailing list.

4) Reports are illegible(i.e., extremely small type or completed in peaaitl faxed).

5) Attempts to fax a completed report and the line idusy. It is important to remember that the 7 Day Prectiba
report must be received by 5:00 pm on the repduts dateDo not wait to fax those reports on the due date as there
is a chance the fax line will be busy.

6) Notices Disregarded:The lack of attention by a Political Treasurentgices sent to them by the Elections Division
reminding them of reports that are upcoming, retjogsdditional information or corrections.

7) Source of contribution not accurate.The individual delivering the contribution checklisted as the contributor
rather than the entity issuing the check. For exangn agent from a real estate agency deliverslibek for Idaho
Realtors PAC, the Political Treasurer lists therage the contributor rather than the Idaho ReaR#C.

8) A return or refund listed incorrectly. A return or refund should be listed as a negagx@enditure because it is not
a contribution.

9) Inadequate disclosure of In-Kind Contributions or Independent Expenditures.The Candidate(s) name(s) or
Political Committee(s) name(s) who benefited frévm €xpenditure are not listed as being supportegpposed.
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PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION
